Check the grounding of electricity at your home.

Electrical

- Insufficient cooling

Check Dial PC, set it on middle or a colder setting. Check gasket, it is possible
some parts are loose. The content of the refrigerator might be too full, or some
foods might be too hot.

- If the refrigerator is noisy

Check if the floor is weak and not levelled. Check if the refrigerator is touching
the wall or other objects is at rear.

- Compressor does not run

The Power Supply Cord may be loose or not properly plugged into the electrical
outlet. Check if power is not being supplied to electrical outlet.
